Angie was able to hold her own against everything the Greek pantheon was able to throw at her with
fabulously good humour but without being unrealistically calm about recently discovering that the gods
really did exist, had intimate ties to her family and were in fact considering world domination.

Milos, our chiseled and neurotic love interest was alittle.... erm.... [imp for my tastes. | infinitely preferred
his delightfully camp and compassionate brother, who has a great depth of character waiting to be described
in the next novel. That's not to say that Milos wasn't a perfect role for this story, it'sjust that | wouldn't ride a
winged horse into a soiree of angry deities for him myself.

The story itself is captivating, with anice blend of mystery, mythology and unconventional romance - once |
started, | couldn't put this book down!
