As aresult of the anti-Semitic
violence they endured, the family fled to Brazil in 1922, and Clarice Lispector grew up in Recife. Following
the death of her mother when Clarice was nine, she moved to Rio de Janeiro with her father and two sisters,
and she went on to study law. With her husband, who worked for the foreign service, shelivedin Italy,
Switzerland, England, and the United States, until they separated and she returned to Rio in 1959; she died
therein 1977. Since her death, Clarice Lispector has earned universal recognition as Brazil's greatest modern
writer.
